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The Parliament of Romania adopts this law:
Single Article – Government Urgency Ordinance No. 54/2006 of 28 June 2006 regarding the legal framework applicable to contracts for concession of public property goods, published in the Official Journal of Romania, Part I, No. 569 of 30 June 2006, is hereby approved with the following amendments:
1. Paragraph (2) of Article 10 shall read as follows:

“(2) The concession granting party has the obligation to prepare the Opportunity Report within 30 days of acceptance of the proposal for concession submitted by the interested party.”

2. Letter a) of Article 14 shall read as follows:
“a) tender – procedure for which the interested natural person or entity is entitled submit an offer;”

3. Article 19 shall read as follows:

“Article 19 – The interested party has the right to submit a request for participation in the award procedure for the concession contract”.

4. At Article 20, paragraph (1) and letter (b) of paragraph (2) shall read as follows:

“Article 20 – (1) The concession granting party has the obligation to ensure that the award documentation is received by the interested party who submits a request to this effect.

(b) making available to the interested party who submitted a request to this effect of a copy of the award documentation or hardcopy and/or in electronic format.

5. Paragraph (1) of Article 22 shall read as follows:

“Article 22 – (1) The interested party shall have the right to request and obtain the award documentation.”
6. Paragraph (1) of Article 23 shall read as follows:

“Article 23 – (1) The interested party shall have the right to request clarifications regarding the award documentation.”

7. Paragraph (1) of Article 28 shall read as follows:

“Article 28 – (1) The interested party shall have the right to request and obtain the award documentation”.

8. Paragraph (1) of Article 29 shall read as follows:

“Article 29 – (1) The interested party shall have the right to request clarifications regarding the award documentation.”
9. Article 47 shall read as follows:

“Article 47 – The party that was involved in the preparation of the award documentation is entitled to be a tenderer, but only if its involvement in the preparation of the award documentation is not of nature to jeopardise competition.
10. Article 64 shall read as follows:

“Article 64 – The party who considers that a contract has been regarded as a contract for concession of public property goods against the provisions of Government Urgency Ordinance No. 34/2006, approved with amendments and completions by Law No. 337/2006, may request the opinion of the National Authority for Regulation and Monitoring of Public Procurement.

11. Article 69 shall read as follows:

“Article 69 – The provisions under Articles 67 and 68 regarding contraventions shall be completed with the provisions under Government Ordinance No. 2/2001 on the legal framework applicable to contraventions, approved with amendments and completions by Law No. 180/2002, with its subsequent amendments and completions.”

This law was passed by the Parliament of Romania in accordance with Article 75 and Article 76 paragraph (1) of the Constitution of Romania, as republished.
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
